THEFT FROM BOATS

On Tuesday 19th April I arrived at Myownie to ready her for the forthcoming WMC trip to Windsor but when at the boat I discovered that the floorboards in the cockpit had been lifted and the two 110ah batteries had been stolen - starter and leisure - together with two tool boxes.  The police were called and I was told that Myownie was one of 15 boats broken into over the previous week and weekend: all with batteries taken for their scrap (lead content) value and some boats had brass fittings removed, again for scrap metal.

It appears that all the boats attacked were on bank side moorings, like Myownie and that the theft was from the river.  This begs the question, where is the police presence on the river - there is none.  Thus there is a need for owners and neighbours themselves to be vigilant.  The Surrey Herald ran an article on the thefts (Thursday April 21 edition).  I report this to warn others of the problems those on the riverbank face.
